The Korean Society for Indian Studies held its 37th Regular Conference on Saturday,
December 13th, 2015, at the Faculty Office Building I of Hankuk University of Foreign
Studies(HUFS), Seoul.

The Opening Remarks was delivered by Prof. Geun Dong Lim, President of the Korean Society
for Indian Studies, followed by Welcoming Remarks of Dr. In Chul Kim, President of HUFS.

With discussions following each presentation by established and junior scholars in each field,
the papers presented engaging material to the participants, and we hope to see them in

published form in the near future.
